WEEK S MEETING:

We had a full house on 10/4--standing room only,
almost-- as many members, their guests and visiting
Rotarians joined together at the start of the 2002
fourth quarter. And what a busy club Pleasanton
North Rotary has become, having just completed
the Ribs Cook-off fundraiser the weekend before,
and already booked for two events the weekend of
Oct. 12-13 -- Special Olympics volleyball on
Saturday, and the Rotary Thanksgiving BBQ for fire
and police department workers in Dublin, Livermore
and Pleasanton on Sunday.

Last Friday, Special Olympics rep Colleen Gaard
spoke to us about the mission of this group in
Northern California. In the East Bay alone, more
than 1,300 children and adults with developmental
disabilities participate in over 200 Special Olympics
teams in Alameda and Contra Costa counties.
These athletes train and compete in basketball,
bocce, downhill skiing, gymnastics, soccer, tennis,
track and field, swimming and volleyball.

Pleasanton North Rotary, a longtime sponsor of
Special Olympics, is working at the volleyball semi-
finals meet on Sat., 10/12 to provide lunch for the
competing athletes and guests.

Colleen said that Special Olympics is more than g
way for people with developmental disabilities to
compete in athletics. It is a ground-breaking
organization, she pointed out, that is changing the
way the world views mental retardation. "It was the
customary practice thirty years ago," she said, "to
lock away people with mental disabilities. Special
Olympics teaches us to focus on the abilities, not
the disabilities, of these people."

Special Olympics began in 1968 when Eunice
Kennedy Shriver organized the first competition in
Chicago. Shriver, whose sister, Rose, was mentally
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retarded, saw that people with developmental Youth Director, Dominic, introduces our student of
disabilities were far more capable in sports and the month

physical activites than many experts of her day

thought.

Today, Special Olympics is active in nearly 150
countries, serving more3 than 1 million children and
adults worldwide.

During her talk, Colleen showed us a video
featuring an appearance by Special Olympian
Loretta Claiborne on the Oprah Winfrey show. The
goal of the program, Colleen said, is for all persons
with developmental disabilities to have the chance
to become useful and productive citizens who are
accepted and respected in their communities.
