Seyda Harding gave the Woodster an Evil Eye for
luck, to ward off evil spirits, and what happens? The
markets have a record day. There are no
coincidences, grasshopper. Anyway, where can | get
one of those things?

During the program proper, Pleasanton Police
Chief Tim Neal, now in his third year in office,
praised the community for providing an extremely
safe environment for its citizens. He said major
crime, which includes such things as shoplifting, is
about even with last year at this time, but noted that
it is significantly lower in raw numbers than it was 10|
years ago, which does not even factor in population
growth over the decade. Plus, shoplifting is a
big chunk of the crimes reported due to the
presence of the Stoneridge Mall in the jurisdaiction,
where he said five or six arrests a day are made
for larceny.

Chief Neal cited "community-oriented policing"
as the source of success for his department. Some
non-traditional methods of enforcement are used in
Pleasanton, including a commitment for year-long
beats in 38 neighborhoods for regularly assigned




police. This allows the residents to get to know
individual officers, and to handle issues in a first-
hand, flexible manner. For example, he noted that
there are areas in the parks where youths are known
to assemble and loiter after dark. Rather than wait
until residents complain and then take action, a
possible community-oriented solution would be to
simply adjust the sprinklers--that will take care of the
problem, he joked.

The chief also lauded the Pleasanton citizens
police academy, which gives residents direct access
to police and their procedures. When it started, only
four volunteers participated; today more than 25
people join in each year, and there are more than
100 grads in the community.

And he discussed the department* s efforts to
better handle youth issues. Officers are assigned
now regularly at Amador and Foothill high schools to
keep a high profile and increase interaction with the
school communities.

Overall, Chief Neal said the "community in
Pleasanton is magic, and that the support the police
department receives in terrific." And it was only
coincidental that his presentation came on the
weekend of Rotary * s thanksgiving barbeque for
police and fire personnel in the Tri-Valley.

The Special Olympians showed up early, and
hungry, and they ate just about everything that
wasn "t nailed downA good time was had by all, and
a good deed was done.

The
lunch was paid for from Cabaret 2002 proceeds.

Then, the grill moved on.... next to the Alameda
County Fairgrounds, for the Sunday, Give Thanks
BBQ for valley police and firemen. And the way
guest chef Bob Tucknott grilled the tri-tip steaks,
using the “the 5 minute Maxx-char method, it was a

good thing we had all those firemen present. Ron
Hyde and Mike Sudia grilled the chicken quarters, to
perfection it was reported, while Mike Christy proved
to be an exceptional scully-maid.
